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Course Description:
This course springs from a contemporary definition of sculpture:  Sculpture is idea manifested in 

matter.  This implies that sculpture is involved with materials and the process of “making”. At the same time the evolutionary process of sculpture involves the continual reexamination of the definition of sculpture. The focus of this course is the experimentation with the ideas and media of sculpture.  Emphasis will be on the exploration of contemporary issues in relationship to individual aesthetic choices. A series of problems will be presented from material and/or conceptual forms. 

Objectives
The course structure is a process-oriented problem-solving situation. It is expected that the student/artist will explore current and historical art making strategies in relationship to individual aesthetic questions. Essential 

sculptural concepts will be addressed. Including but not limited to matter/form/mass/texture/scale/monumentality/assemblage/gravity/post-pop objects/furniture /casting/carving.

 A substantial body of completed work is anticipated. 

Work will be expected during and outside of class studio time.  Outside assignments may include library research exhibition coverage/response statements, lectures and final project.

Polices

Attendance: 

Since an understanding of contemporary studio practice is developed by making art, looking at and discussing visual concepts and ideas, and since the spirit and content of a studio/critique cannot be repeated, ATTENDANCE IS MANDATORY. Attendance is required and punctuality is expected out of respect to the instructor and other students. The regular discussion sessions and participation in critiques will assume the role of examinations for this course, since these sessions are fueled by a group dynamic they cannot be made up; therefore, the student should always be on-time, arrive prepared and stay throughout the entirety of the class. Students who must miss class for unavoidable reasons MUST contact the instructor in advance or within 24 hours following the missed class.
Out of respect to the other students and the instructor cellular phones, messengers or pagers must not be used during class. 

This course will also require work outside of the studio meeting time for the student to adequately comprehend the course content and work on projects.
Safety
All students must attend one safety session for tools with Professor Moore.

You must be checked out on tool usage before using tools. Remember, ASK FIRST!

Sculpture uses the buddy system. Do not work alone after hours.
Grade Determination: 

The following list can serve as a guideline for assessing your development: 

1) The on-time completion of sculpture projects. 

2) Participate in critiques and begin to understand the role of dialogue in the creative process

3) Present and defend work and ideas in written and oral forms 

4) Full and on-time class attendances. 

5) Commitment measuring how far you will go to solve an assigned project. 

6) Attention to solving problems in a creative, unique and expressive manner. 

7) Presentation of work. Presentation skills include verbal and written articulation of ideas. 

8) Thoroughness of preparation for class is marked by following instructions, consistent work habits, meeting deadlines, presentation of completed work, and by general performance, involvement and effort. 

There will be a mid term grade assessment.

Failure to complete any required assignment will result in a failing grade for the course. 

Grade Definition: 

A = Excellent (Achieving a level of professionalism that surpasses those of your peers. This grade is rarely achieved) 

B = Good (Achieving a level of success that can be strongly admired) 

C = Satisfactory (Achieving all of the requirements of this course, and showing some improvement.) 

D = Poor (Not Achieving the minimal requirements for this course) 

F= Unsatisfactory (Lack of completion, and total lack of commitment to this course) 

*It should be noted that meeting the stated requirements in and of themselves merely constitutes a passing grade for this course (“C”). If the student wishes to achieve a higher grade for the course they must push themselves further than the normal expectations, struggle and reach a level of professionalism and excellence.
